Dear Spayed Club client,

Thank you for contacting The Spayed Club. Your decision to spay (for a female) or neuter (for a male) your companion animal will prevent unwanted litters from being born and then destroyed, because there are simply not enough homes for all of them. Dog and cat over-population is a VERY serious problem. Each day in the U.S., tens of thousands of puppies and kittens are born. Approximately 5 million to 7 million companion animals enter animal shelters nationwide every year, and approximately 3 million to 4 million are euthanized (put to death). [source: American Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals].

The reason for this tragedy? Millions of puppies and kittens being born “by accident”, in part because irresponsible pet owners did not bother to get their pets fixed.

The solution to this heartbreaking problem is simple: by reducing the number of animals born “by accident”, we reduce the number of unwanted, homeless animals who must die. Spaying and neutering our companion animals before they breed will prevent the senseless deaths of millions of “throwaway pets”, who are dumped in shelters (or in woods or in parking lots or on roadsides) across America each and every year.

Spay/neuter also allows your pet to live a longer and healthier life, since it reduces the occurrence of many common health and behavior problems such as:

· Heat cycles, mammary cancer & pyometra (infected uterus) in female dogs

· Urine marking, testicular cancer, prostate problems, biting & roaming in male dogs

· Heat cycles, mammary cancer and pyometra in female cats

· Urine spraying, testicular cancer, roaming, fighting & spreading disease in male cats

What You Can Do To Help Animals:

1. Spay or neuter your own pets before they breed!

2. Educate others - many people are not aware that pet overpopulation is such a huge problem. 

3. Encourage a family member, friend or neighbor to get their pet “fixed” (spayed or neutered).

4. Spay/neuter a stray cat or dog right away, before they have an unwanted litter!

5. Help The Spayed Club to continue helping others. Join our register tape rebate program. It won’t cost you anything, and the program allows us to continue our mission to help animals in southeast PA. 

Attached is an application that will help us to determine your needs.  If you would prefer not to fill out an application or to submit proof of income, there are other options available to you. Please refer to “Other Low-Cost Spay/Neuter Resources in Greater Philadelphia”, included in this download. There are many affordable spay/neuter programs, each with different requirements. They are not affiliated with us – you must deal with them directly.

Do I qualify for a low-cost spay/neuter certificate from TSC?  If you live in Bucks, Montgomery, Philadelphia,

Chester or Delaware County, PA, and if your annual household income totals $25,000 or less, you can qualify!  

PLEASE NOTE:  When determining eligibility for financial assistance, TSC looks at total household income, which includes

the incomes from both spouses, both unmarried partners, or both parents if you live with them.

If your income is too high, but you want to request our help due to SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES: 

Complete the application and attach a brief letter telling us why you need our help. We’re sorry, but we can’t guarantee assistance if your income is over our limit.  See our list of low-cost spay/neuter resources, or visit The Spayed Club’s own low-cost Spay/Neuter Clinic in Sharon Hill, PA. In all cases, the lowest copays will be obtained by choosing The Spayed Club Spay/Neuter Clinic
in Sharon Hill, PA  (2 miles from Phila. International Airport) as your vet of choice (on the next page).
  DO NOT send any money to us. You will pay the vet when you use your certificate.

Block out Social Security numbers first.   For those people whose income is below the federal filing limit, and who are not required to file a tax return, send a copy of your public assistance benefits statement, or recent Social Security or SSI check for both spouses .

       FERAL CATS  are domestic cats who were born in the wild and have had very little or no human contact;

                                         consequently, they are afraid of people. Some vets will not accept feral cats, due to the difficulty

                                         in handling them.  

· An EARTIP is used to identify stray or feral cats as having been spayed or neutered.  Not all vets offer eartipping – those who do offer this service are noted.  Eartipping is optional, but highly recommended for feral cats.

++    This symbol indicates vets who perform pediatric spay/neuter (before 6 months of age). Vets have different age limits for

         pediatric spay/neuter -  call the vet for specific details. This procedure is highly recommended  to help prevent behavior

         problems that can occur as pets approach breeding age, such as urine marking, aggression, roaming, fighting, biting, etc. 

Note:  Pets must be in good health, and must not be overweight, 
before having any kind of surgery, including spay/neuter.
